• We work with molecules, cells, experimental 
animal models and human patients to

• Our work on KMO inhibitors has been taken 
from concept to clinical testing, and is now 
expanding beyond acute pancreatitis into
cancer, immune control and endometriosis

• Integrated multiomics analysis has identified 
novel endotypes of acute pancreatitis with 
potential therapeutic relevance.
